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She was taking a number of medications in the morning and the evening, including  

potassium chloride extended release, Donepezil, and SEROQUEL (QUEtiapine). The 

pharmacy supplied the medications  in morning and evening packets. Each packet  

contained all of the medications required for a given administration time. After  
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medications in chocolate pudding, and gave them to the woman.  As the caregiver began to crush the 

medications, the nurse asked about this. The caregiver reported that she took it upon herself, without 

consulting a healthcare practitioner, to crush the medications when the patient became reluctant to  
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caregiver started crushing the medications. Caregivers and patients should always consult their physician 

or pharmacist  before crushing any medication.   
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
